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Ensino superior em design de moda no Brasil:
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Higher education in fashion design in Brazil:

praxis and [un]sustainability

Esta tese propoe-se a refletir acerca do
ensino superior em design de moda no
Brasil na perspectiva de uma formacao
critica e ativa no que se refere a (in)
sustentabilidade. A pesquisa, qualitativa,
adota como ponto de partida o cenario

da insustentabilidade, e entendendo sua
estreita relacao com o design de moda,
busca compreender as potencialidades
deste em relacao a sustentabilidade. Ao
admitir a necessaria transformacao da
pratica em design de moda, mediante

0 exame a respeito dos paradigmas
educacionais do ensino em design admite
sua igualmente necessaria alteracao, e
identifica no ensino superior em design
de moda no Brasil um campo pertinente
a ser explorado. A pesquisa investiga

a situacao de trés bacharelados em
Design de Moda no Brasil em relacao

a lin)sustentabilidade: Universidade
Anhembi Morumbi (SP), Universidade
Estadual de Londrina (PR) e Universidade
Federal do Ceara (CE). Adicionalmente,
investiga pontos de vista de professoras/
pesquisadoras na Inglaterra, Finlandia

e Dinamarca. As investigacoes revelam
impressoes nao previstas ou de
explicacao insuficiente se considerado
somente o referencial tedrico inicial. A
pedagogia freiriana emerge assim como
um espaco fecundo de didlogo, e completa
a reflexao acerca do ensino superior em
design de moda no Brasil na perspectiva
de uma formacao critica e ativa no que se
refere a (in)sustentabilidade: a formacao
na qual o design de moda ¢é ensinado,
aprendido e praticado como um possivel
ato de proposicao transformadora.
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This dissertation aims to reflect upon
higher education in fashion design in
Brazil from the perspective of a critical
and active education in what regards (un)
sustainability. The qualitative research
adopts a scenario of unsustainability as a
starting point attempting to understand
its close relationship with fashion

design, seeking to study the activity’s
potential towards sustainability. By
admitting the necessary transformation
of fashion design practice through
examining the educational paradigms of
design teaching, it admits their equally
necessary transformation, and identifies
in fashion design higher education in
Brazil a relevant field to be explored.

The research investigates the situation

of three bachelor’s degrees in Brazil
regarding (un)sustainability: Anhembi
Morumbi University (SP), State University
of Londrina (PR) and Federal University of
Ceard [CE). It also investigates the points
of view from professors- researchers
from England, Finland and Denmark.

The study reveals impressions that are
unexpected or of insufficient explanation
when only the initial theoretical framework
is considered. Paulo Freire pedagogy
emerges as a fruitful field for dialogue,
and complements the reflection on fashion
design higher education in Brazil from
the perspective of a critical and active
education regarding (un)sustainability:

an education in which fashion design is
taught, learned and practiced as a possible
act of a transformative proposition.
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
