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A criacao, producao, percepcao e significacao
dos ornamentos de carrocerias de caminhao de madeira

no estado de Sao Paulo

The creation, production, perception and significance
of wooden truck’s ornaments in the state of Sao Paulo

Em diversas regides do pais € possivel
encontrar, em carrocerias de madeira,
padroes abstratos e coloridos, que
ornamentam os caminhoes brasileiros.
Com poucos registros e estudos
aprofundados, esta pratica corre o risco
de desaparecer devido a progressiva
substituicao das carrocerias de madeira
por carrocerias de metal, as novas
normas de regulamentacao do transporte
de carga no pais e a caréncia de mao

de obra especializada. Diante deste
cenario, este projeto de pesquisa se
propoe a realizar um estudo etnografico
a respeito destes padrades graficos de
forma a identificar aspectos relevantes
com relacao a caracteristicas formais

e estruturais, processos de criacao

e producao, percepcao e significacao

de ornamentos produzidos no estado

de S3o Paulo. A pesquisa sera feita a
partir de fontes primarias, coletando
dados de vinte pintores e fabricas de
carrocerias diferentes, através de
entrevistas, gravacoes do processo de
producao e da apreciacao do trabalho de
cada um. Também serdo entrevistados
outros agentes importantes para a
compreensao do fendmeno, como
caminhoneiros proprietarios de
carrocerias ornamentadas, além de
outros trabalhadores que participam
diretamente do processo produtivo de
uma carroceria de madeira. A andlise dos
dados examinara aspectos da visualidade
e da materialidade dos artefatos, bem
como seus modos de producao dentro
de um contexto de cultura material,
envolvendo aspectos simbdlicos,
sociais, econdomicos e culturais.
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Abstract and colorful patterns in
decorated wooden truck bodies can be
found in several regions in Brazil. With
few research works and in-depth studies,
this practice is likely to disappear due to
the progressive replacement of wooden
truck bodies by metal ones new transport
laws and regulation as well as lack of
skilled workforce. Based on this scenario,
this research project aims at conducting
an ethnographic study on these graphic
patterns in order to identify relevant
aspects regarding formal and structural
characteristics, creation and production
processes, perception and the meaning of
the paintings on wooden bodies produced
in the state of Sao Paulo. The research
will be done from primary sources. Data
will be collected from twenty painters and
different body factories through interviews,
recordings of the production processes
and appraisals of each work. Other
important players will also be interviewed
to allow the understanding of this
phenomenon: truckers owning decorated
truck bodies, as well as other workers
who participate directly in the production
process of wooden bodies. Data analysis
will examine aspects of the visuality and
materiality of artfacts, as well as their
modes of production within a context

of material culture, involving symbolic,
social, economic, and cultural aspects.
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
