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Designing contents for indigenous populations in Brazil:
The case of Colecao Autoria Indigena,

published by Comissao Pro-indio Acre

No propdésito de contribuir paraa
formulacao e desenvolvimento de
reflexdes pertinentes a configuracao de
impressos voltados para difundir adequada
e sensivelmente culturas ancestrais, a
presente pesquisa propoe-se a analisar
detalhadamente o projeto grafico dos
impressos que integram a Colecao Autoria
Indigena, publicada pela Comissao Pré-
indio do Acre (CPI-Acre), organizacio da
sociedade civil que atua no campo dos
direitos indigenas. A partir da selecao de
publicacées de autoria indigena para as
etnias yawanawa, katukina, shawadawa,
poyanawa, yaminawa, kaxinawa,
ashaninka, manchineri e apuring, todas
habitantes das cabeceiras dos rios do Acre,
a pesquisa sera desenvolvida mediante o
emprego de métodos de andlise grafica dos
impressos e entrevistas semi-abertas e
em profundidade com os desenvolvedores
dos projetos, no intuito de examinar a
producao, composicao e estratégias
editoriais dos mesmos, além de visitas

a aldeias selecionadas, de forma a se
observar e estudar a utilizacao do material.
0 cronograma da pesquisa contempla dez
meses de atividades em campo, destinados
ao processo de imersao nos arquivos da
CPI-Acre [para reunir, catalogar e analisar
os impressos), a realizacdo do contato

com as populacoes indigenas no Acre e a
elaboracao de relatorio com sintese dos
dados coletados. Com a chancela e sob os
auspicios da CPI-Acre e das comunidades
indigenas envolvidas, pretende-se, ao

final da pesquisa, sugerir diretrizes

de tratamento grafico para materiais
editoriais de autoria indigena publicados
futuramente pela Organizacao.
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In order to contribute to the formulation
and development of pertinent reflections
about the configuration of books aimed

to adequately and sensibly disseminate
ancestral cultures, the present research
proposes to analyze in detail the graphic
design of the books that integrate the
Colecao Autoria Indigena, published by
the Comissao Pré-indio do Acre (CPI-
Acre), a civil society organization working
in the field of indigenous rights. From

the selection of publications written by
indigenous authors of the Yawanawa,
Katukina, Shawadawa, Poyanawa,
Yaminawa, Kaxinawa, Ashaninka,
Manchineri and Apurina ethnicities - all
inhabitants of the headwaters of the rivers
of Acre, the development of the research
will follow the methods of analysis and
semi-open and in-depth interviews with
project developers, in order to examine
the production, composition and editorial
strategies of the projects.Visits will be
made to selected villages, in order to
observe and study the use of the material.
The research involves a ten month field
activity to conduct an immersion process
in the archives of the CPI-Acre (to collect,
catalogue and analyze the books), make
contact with the indigenous populations in
Acre and prepare a report summarizing
all data collected. With the authorization of
CPI-Acre and the indigenous communities
involved, the research intends to suggest
graphic treatment guidelines for editorial
materials created by the indigenous
published in the future by the Organization.
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
