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Artefatos téxteis: mulheres e design no Brasil
Textile artifacts: women and design in Brazil

Esta pesquisa tem como objetivo
investigar e compreender a presenca das
mulheres no campo do design brasileiro,
com enfoque em artefatos téxteis, entre
1947 e 1987. Nesse periodo, buscaremos
compreender a participacao feminina na
construcao do pensamento de design,
seja nos locais que impulsionaram a
discussao em torno da atividade, na
constituicao dos espacos de formacao

da profissao designer, ou ainda como
produtoras desses artefatos. Para isso,
analisaremos as exposicoes téxteis que
ocorreram no Museu de Arte de Sao Paulo
(MASP] e no Museu de Arte Moderna do
Rio de Janeiro [MAM Rio). Indagaremos
também o lugar do design téxtil na
historiografia do design e de que maneira
esse fazer em tecidos esta atrelado a
uma pratica feminina. Neste estudo,
perpassado pelas pesquisas de género

e ancorado na historia das mulheres,
buscaremos documentar a presenca

e a contribuicao feminina no campo do
design brasileiro a partir da trajetoria de
designers, tecedeiras, tapeceiras, artesas
e artistas. Por fim, este trabalho se
propoe a analisar a participacao feminina,
compreender os artefatos, seus modos de
producao e os espacos que eles ocupam,
a fim de documentar e estimular essa
discussao, ainda pouco explorada, para o
campo do design.
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This research aims to investigate and
understand the presence of women in the
field of Brazilian design, with focus on
textile artifacts between 1947 and 1987.
We will attempt to understand women'’s
participation in the construction of design
thinking not only in places that stimulated
discussions on this activity, or in the
establishment of educational spaces

of design as a profession, but also as
producers of these artifacts. In order to
accomplish this, we will analyze the textile
exhibitions at the Museu de Arte de Sao
Paulo (MASP) and at the Museu de Arte
Moderna do Rio de Janeiro (MAM Rio). In
this work, the place of textile design in

the field of Brazilian design is questioned.
as well as in what way this work is linked
and is seen as a womanly practice, and
perhaps because of this, marginalized and
poorly documented. This study is based

on gender studies and in the history of
women. We will seek to document the
presence and contribution of women in the
field of Brazilian design from the trajectory
of designers, weavers, tapestries, artisans
and artists. Finally, we propose to analyze
women's participation, to understand the
artifacts, their modes of production and the
spaces they occupy, in order to document
and stimulate this discussion, still short
explored in the field of design.
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
