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A pesquisa busca resgatar o histérico de constituicao dos curriculos
minimos de desenho industrial de 1969 e 1987, especificamente o papel
que a categoria académica e membros do campo do desenho industrial
do periodo teriam exercido na solicitacao, discussao, redagao, revisao e
publicacao de ambos curriculos.

Embasando-se em fontes primarias e memarias dos envolvidos
nos processos, metodologicamente a pesquisa se fundamenta nas
premissas da Historia Social, e langca mao da abordagem da micro-
historia para reconstituicao dos dados e narrativa, e Historia Oral como
ferramenta de suporte para as entrevistas com os agentes.

A pesquisa até o momento constatou que a primeira versao do
curriculo minimo em 1969 nao teve interferéncias diretas do campo
para sua escrita, nascendo de uma burocracia entre o Governo do
Estado da Guanabara e o MEC (Ministério da Educagao e Cultura)
para o reconhecimento do curso de desenho industrial da Esdi
(Escola Superior de Desenho Industrial); enquanto que a atualizagao
do curriculo, em 1987, teve importante participagao das associacoes
profissionais e escolas do periodo, que viram no curriculo minimo
um importante suporte a reserva de mercado, em paralelo com a
regulamentacao profissional.
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The research seeks to recover the history of the constitution of the
“minimum curriculum” of design from 1969 and 1987, specifically
investigating the role that the academic category and members of
the design field of the period would have exerted in the solicitation,
discussion, writing, revision and publication of both versions of the
curriculum.

Based on primary sources and memories of those involved in the
processes, methodologically the research is based on the premises
of Social History, and draws on the micro-history approach for data
reconstruction and narrative, and Oral History as a tool to support the
interviews with the agents.

The research so far found that the first version of the “minimum
curriculum” published 1969 did not have direct interference from
the field agents for its writing, being conceived of a bureaucracy
between the State Government of Guanabara and the MEC (Ministry of
Education and Culture) for the recognition of Esdi (College of Industrial
Design) design course; while the updating of the curriculum in 1987
had an important participation of the professional associations and
design schools of the period, which saw in the minimum curriculum
an important support to the market reserve, in parallel with the
professional regulation.
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
