Esta pesquisa de doutorado em design desenvolve estudo sobre a
fantasia na literatura infantil, especialmente representada pelo design de
livros ilustrados.

Dois autores modernos de reconhecida inovagao criativa e
pedagodgica, no campo do design e da literatura infantil, se ocuparam
da fantasia nos livros para criangas, Bruno Munari e Gianni Rodari e,
durante a década de 1970, escreveram pequenos tratados sobre o tema:
“Gramatica da Fantasia” (Rodari, 1973) e “Fantasia” (Munari, 1977).

Com o propdsito de definir o conceito de fantasia, encontrado
inicialmente nestas duas obras que originaram o interesse pelo tema,

a tese indaga quais padroes emergem na arte, na tradigao da narrativa
oral e escrita e em marcos significativos da literatura infantil. Em
seguida, observa a proposta de fantasia dos dois autores para poder
extrair possiveis categorias de analise.

Partindo do pressuposto de que a chave de leitura representada
pela fantasia permite observar questoes relativas a criagao e linguagem,
inerentes a expressao (visual) narrativa do género, a tese investiga qual
seria 0 caminho para identificar uma possivel gramatica contemporanea
da fantasia que permita analisar a atual literatura infantil, representada

This PhD design research develops a study of fantasy in children’s
literature, particularly represented in picture books design.

Two modern authors of recognized creative and pedagogical
innovation in the field of children’s literature and design have dealt with
the fantasy in children’s books, Bruno Munari and Gianni Rodari, and
during the 1970s they wrote short treatises on the theme: “Grammar of
Fantasy” (Rodari, 1973) and "Fantasia“ (Munari, 1977).

With the aim of defining the concept of fantasy, initially found in
these two works and giving rise to interest in the theme, the thesis
investigates which patterns emerge in art, in the tradition of oral and
written narrative and in significant marks of children’s literature; after
that, observes the proposal of fantasy of the two authors in order to
extract possible categories of analysis.

Assuming that the reading key represented by the fantasy allows
to observe questions related to creation and language, inherent to the
narrative (visual) expression of this literary genre, the thesis investigates
a way to identify a possible contemporary fantasy grammar through
which it is possible to analyse current children’s literature, represented
by the design of picture books.
