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Este estudo encarrega-se da investigagdo da percepcao de usuarios da modalidade de
intercambio denominada residéncia artistica e sua possivel contribuigdo para o campo do
design de moda. Os usuarios dos programas de residéncia artisticas séo geralmente
chamados de residentes, os quais podem ter as mais diferentes formagdes e atuagbes
profissionais, segundo Bezerra e Vasconcelos, (2014), busca-se assim observar a
sistematizagéo de processos que emergem durante a pratica de residéncia artistica para
assim compreender suas possiveis interagdes com o campo do design de moda auxiliando
assim a compreensao de praxis projetuais e criativas do design de moda contemporaneo.
Neste trabalho pretendemos apreender que aspectos relevantes emergem ao observar a
taxonomia da residéncia artistica em nivel nacional e internacional e sua potencial
contribuicdo para o campo do design de moda . A residéncia artistica ainda é pouco
observada como um instrumento metodoldgico para estudos acerca da metodologia
projetual e processos criativos do design (Moraes,2009). Assim, é proposto, neste trabalho,
uma observacgao da residéncia artistica, tendo como fonte de dados os sujeitos que
constituem este fendmeno. Havera uma combinagao de técnicas para de coleta de dados,
dentre elas a entrevista episddica (Flick, 2013) com os agentes que constituem o objeto
estudado, levantamento do quadro referencial tedrico, observagao direta complementar do
pesquisador em documentos, midias e aspectos observados "in loco" que ndo foram
mencionados nas entrevistas. O tratamento de dados partira de uma analise associativa de
dados seguindo pela sistematizagéo de dados brutos coletados durante a visitas técnicas e
finalmente pela observagéo de documentagédo do material organizacional buscando
identificar padrdes abstratos de associagdo. Mediante um mundo complexo, as praticas
existentes talvez ja ndo bastem para o enfrentamento das novas questdes de projeto

(Cardoso, 2012). Assim, a busca por novos trajetos que se apresenta neste estudo.
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This study is responsible for investigating the perception of users of the exchange modality
called artistic residency and its possible contribution to the field of fashion design. Users of
artistic residency programs are usually called residents, who can have the most different
backgrounds and professional performances, according to Bezerra and Vasconcelos
(2014), thus seeks to observe the systematization of processes that emerge during the
practice of artistic residency to thus understand their possible interactions with the field of
fashion design thus helping the understanding of projective and creative praxis of
contemporary fashion design. In this work we intend to understand what relevant aspects
emerge by observing the taxonomy of artistic residency at the national and international
level and its potential contribution to the field of fashion design. The artistic residency is still
little observed as a methodological instrument for studies about the methodology design and
creative processes of design (Moraes, 2009). Therefore, in this work, it is proposed an
observation of the artistic residency, having as a source of data the subjects who constitute
this phenomenon. There will be a combination of techniques for data collection, among them
the episodic interview (Flick, 2013) with agents that constitute the object studied, survey of
the theoretical framework, complementary direct observation of the researcher in
documents, media and aspects observed in loco that did not go mentioned in the interviews.
Data processing will start from an associative analysis of data following the systematization
of raw data collected during technical visits and finally by observing the documentation of
organizational material seeking identify abstract patterns of association. In a complex world,
practices existing ones may no longer suffice to face the new design issues (Cardoso,

2012). Thus, the search for new paths presented in this study.
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
